Wooden “Pattern” from Erath Sugar Co.

Many thanks to Patsy Reeves of St. Martinsville, 

who donated to the museum this beautiful old 

wooden “pattern” (over four feet in diameter) to 

replace a similar piece of iron in the casting 

process used at the Erath Sugar Mill in the 1930s.  

Casting is the process of pouring liquid metal into 

a mold, where it cools and solidifies. The casting 

process can produce everything from art pieces 

to engine parts. The shape is determined by the 

mold cavity, but something needs to shape the 

mold—that’s where the pattern comes in.  

Patterns are a model for the object to be cast. A 

pattern makes an impression on the mold, liquid 

metal is poured into the mold, and the metal 

solidifies in the shape of the original pattern. This 

historic item surely will become a very treasured 

part of our museum collection, thanks to you 

Patsy and generous donors like you! 
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The Lost Bayou Ramblers Get Lit 

This article by Jeanie Riess appeared in The New 

Yorker:  

When the Cajun punk rocker Louis Michot was 

17, he decided to learn French. Michot’s great-

grandfather had spoken the language but 

refused to teach it to the younger generations. 

(Louisiana banned French in schools in the 

1920s, forcing Cajuns to assimilate and to drop 

the language that had followed them from 

Canada to the swamp when they were exiled by 

the British, in the 18th century.) 

The Lost Bayou Ramblers, the band that Michot 

formed with his brother, Andre, in 1999, sings in 

Cajun French, in the hope of keeping the culture 

alive. But you can’t save Louisiana French if 

there’s no Louisiana. “To make a generational 

break in the language is also to make a break in 

the knowledge,” Michot said recently... before a 

benefit at the Louisiana Sunshine Festival. 

“There’s always a word you didn’t know,” he 

said. “Any culture needs to rely on its traditional 

knowledge and keep up with the modern 

technology.” Michot was wearing a camouflage 

jumpsuit, one of [dozens] he has collected since 

he lost his grandfather, Louis Michot, Jr., whose 

father [was] the one to spurn French. “He wore 

them fishing, to church, to fix the truck,” he said. 

“Different jumpsuits for different occasions.” 

Michot, who is 42, and has played with Scarlett 

Johansson, Dr. John, and the Violent Femmes, 

got a certification in solar installation about 20 

years ago. He built his house, in Prairie des 

Femmes, with his own hands, using the Cajun 

method bousillage, in which a mixture of Spanish 

moss and mud is packed between timbers to 

form walls. His recording studio is solar powered. 

After Hurricane Ida devastated much of the 

coastline... he launched the Louisiana Solar 

Fund, to help install solar power in bayou 

communities...

Perrin Interviewed by Ontario Writer 

On December 20, I was interviewed by an 

Ontario writer named Andréanne Joly… the 

purpose was for her to write an article discussing 

Queen Elizabeth’s legacy, including her role in 

the Royal Proclamation of 2003. The reporter 

posed several questions to me about the attitude 

of the Queen and whether or not I felt that she 

reacted properly and was trying to do justice for 

the Acadians, reexamining the role that the 

Crown played in the Deportations that began in 

1755… I gave several reasons why I thought that 

the Queen’s response was proper and had she 

not taken our initial Petition seriously we would 

never have obtained the proclamation and we 

would probably still be in litigation—for many 

years to come—over the issue….  

I was asked whether or not she had ever 

expressed empathy for the Acadians and the only 

example I could give was the fact that a Canadian 

reporter for the BBC, Chief International 

Correspondent Lyse Marie Doucet, had 

questioned Prince Charles about the Petition for 

an Apology during a Canadian visit and he had 

replied that, “history can be so cruel to some 

people.” The article will be published with 

Francopresse.ca. on February 6 which is the 70th 

anniversary of her accession of the throne.

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Acadians Carrying on The Tradition of 
‘Grosses Tetes’ in Madawaska Class

While techniques may have changed over the 

centuries, Acadians in the St. John Valley are 

keeping traditions alive and getting big heads in 

the process — literally. Victorine Dionne hosted 

the first Grosses Têtes (big heads) class in 

Madawaska in 2011, utilizing the art of papier 

maché to create giant heads that revelers wear 

during Acadian celebrations. The first big heads 

caught the eyes of Gerald Fongemie and his wife, 

who enrolled in the class the following year. 

Grosses Têtes date back to the 15th century 

when figures depicted Bible scenes. Eventually, 

the heads became representative of a region or 

neighborhood. Today, the heads are a staple on 

the streets of Madawaska during the Acadian 

Festival’s Tintamarre, a noisy parade involving 

improvised instruments and noise makers.

Islanders were 

recently able to come together in person to 

commemorate Acadian Remembrance Day at a 

ceremony at Skmaqn–Port-la-Joye–Fort 

Amherst National Historic Site. 

The annual ceremony honours the more than 

3,000 Acadians who were deported from Prince 

Edward Island in 1758. 

The event was cancelled last year because of 

COVID-19, but this year a small group of 

community members, Acadian organizations, 

politicians and students came together to mark 

the day.

A delegation from the Acadian Federation of 

Québec attended a mass on the 13 Dec 2021 at 

Notre -Dame-de- Lourdes chapel in downtown 

Montréal for a special tribute to the Acadians. 

 

The celebrant of the mass was Father Lévesque. 

The song Évangéline and our national Acadian 

anthem Ave Maris Stella were sung during the 

ceremony. The Acadians were from Atholville, 

Bathurst, Moncton, Petit-Rocher, Saint-Antoine, 

Saint-Paul, Saint-Simon (New Brunswick) and 

also from Gaspésie and Montréal. 

December 13 is the Remembrance Day of the 

Acadians, that we pay tribute every year on the 

historical site of Port-la-Joye, near 

Charlottetown Prince Edward Island, the most 

significant loss of lives during the years (1755-

1763) of the Acadian Deportations. During these 

three days of 1758, approximately 850 Acadians, 

the average age of 15 years old, perished in the 

Atlantic Ocean. Particularly, the date of the 13 of 

December, when about 362 Acadians drowned 

onboard the Duke William off the coast of 

Gornouailles, near England, was the worst day of 

death. 

New Archeology Exhibit Shows What 
Island Life Was Like Hundreds of Years Ago

The exhibit includes findings such as stone tools 

and items used to prepare and serve food, as well 

as personal belongings.  

It's called Unearthing the Past: Archeological 

Discoveries of P.E.I. and features artifacts, 

photographs and discoveries from digs at four 

different sites on the island, including former 

Acadian settlements and a Mi'kmaw campsite 

inhabited for more than 2,000 years.  

Former provincial archeologist Helen 

Kristmanson led the work and is curator of the 

exhibit, which she said represents 15 years of her 

work on P.E.I.
