Living Legend Tim Creswell Passes Away

Tim Creswell was inducted on September
11, 2010

On April 2, our dear friend and
Living Legend Tim Creswell passed

away. A native of Vermilion Parish,
Mr. Creswell had a distinguished career with UNOCAL
where he managed a massive fleet service vessels and
helicopters. For years, he served as Assistant Director
of the Vermilion Parish Office of Homeland Security
and Emergency Preparedness. During Hurricanes
Katrina and Rita, he oversaw sheltering and feeding of
hundreds of evacuees. At the coroner’s request, he
assumed responsibility for recovering human remains
that were displaced from 10 cemeteries by Hurricane
Rita’s storm surge. He recovered over 250 sets of
human remains and oversaw the location,

Shown above is a photo from our talks on April 24 at
the Calcasieu Parish Library in Lake Charles to a crowd
of 85 people. Mary gave a talk on her popular book,
Healing Traditions of South Louisiana, featuring
traiteur treatments for attendees. | did a presentation
on "Revisiting Acadian History, Then and Now—
Migrations,". We were able to sell 30 books, which
sales are used to support the Acadian Museum.
Special guest was James Deutsch, Curator and Editor
at the Smithsonian Institution in Washington D.C.

Our Prairie Bayou Room also shows the ways that
many of the early Acadian settlers in South
Louisiana—the former Attakapas Territory—resorted
to hunting, fishing, and trapping for their survival. This
exhibit includes many of the objects they would have
used to make a living in the wetlands and prairies.

Pictured above from the Acadian Museum are some
of the research materials in our Research Room,
which includes over 2,000 books and files on history
and genealogy. Available to view by request is a cloth
map showing the creation of a Spanish land grant to a
man named Primeaux, who was the first Acadian
settler in the Erath area, circa 1780.

This photo of our Acadian Room shows a historic
painting of the fictional heroine, Evangeline, based on
the epic 1848 poem by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow.
Although fictional, the poem was (mostly) historically
accurate and ended a “century of silence,” thus
bringing the Acadian story to the world.

The large painting titled “Evangeline - Milking Time” is
one of the most often published images of the
heroine and has become an icon of the Acadian
culture. It was painted in 1870 by Scottish painter
Edwin Douglas and bequeathed to the museum by Dr.
Joseph Kochansky.

Most of us remember another Longfellow poem
about “The Midnight Ride of Paul Revere.” It was 250
years ago, on April 18, 1775, that Paul Revere

embarked upon a historical journey where he and
other horsemen alerted the colonial militia that
British troops were approaching Boston, heading
towards Lexington and Concord. The purpose was to
warn of a potential arrest of John Hancock and
Samuel Adams, and to give the militia time to hide
their weapons and ammunition. Revere was captured
en route to Concord by British troops but was later
released.

Noted Acadian historian Dr. John Mack Faragher
agreed with me that there is a connection here: i.e.,
that the 1755 Acadian expulsion likely contributed to
the change in American colonists’ public opinion

before the American Revolution. The harsh treatment
of Acadians, including their forced deportation by the
British, demonstrated the potential for abuse of
power by the British government, helping to sow
seeds of distrust among some American colonists.
Seeds like these, coupled with the growing tension
over taxation without representation, ultimately led

to the Revolution.

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Man Claiming Royalty Sues New Orleans Saints
over Fleur-de-Lis... Saints Win...

The fleur-de-lis has long been associated with the New Orleans
Saints (photo Chris Graythen/Getty Images).

An article by Ben Morse appeared recently on the
CNN website:

The U.S. Court of Appeals dismissed a legal claim
against the New Orleans Saints from a man who says
he is the “direct descendant of the Kings of France”
over the trademark of the fleur-de-lis symbol on
Monday.

A court document shows Michel J. Messier claimed
that he and his family own “intellectual property rights
to the Fleur de Lys, Orleans and Saints marks” and
sought to cancel the NFL franchise’s patent for the
symbols. However, the court ruled that his claim has
no evidence, suggesting that neither Messier nor his
family currently use the fleur-de-lis in any commercial
capacity to merit consideration.

When contacted by CNN Sports, Messier said that he
plans to file a further cancelation appeal with the US
Supreme Court by May 1, “including but not limited to
the commercial value of my family’s approximately
1,500 years of continuing business interests.”

New Foundation Honors Feufollet Musician and
Renaissance Man Who Died at 36

Chris Stafford, a major creative force in the Lafayette
music community, passed away on May 2, 2024.
Stafford’s untimely death at age 36 has left a vast void
in a city where the bar for proficiency is set very high.
Stafford’s passing has also been deeply mourned
among the worldwide circle of Louisiana music
admirers.

Stafford was perhaps best known for his work with the
band Feufollet as a skilled multi-instrumentalist who
was equally adept at playing fiddle, guitar, accordion,
keyboards, and pedal steel. He applied this skill to a
wide variety of genres—including country, rock, pop,
punk, funk, and the amorphous amalgam known as
Americana—both as a soloist and as an intuitive,
simpatico accompanist.

To honor and disseminate his rich legacy and continue
sharing its impact, the recently established
Christopher Stafford Memorial Foundation will
“elevate artists’ access to music and music education,
fostering inclusivity.

When “Bulldogs” Became “Ragin’ Cajuns”
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An article by Rituraj Halder appeared on the College
Football Network website, reflecting on the origins of
the Ragin’ Cajun name and the recent loss of ULL’s
Cayenne mascot:

Founded in 1898 as Southwestern Louisiana Industrial
Institute, [ULL} first embraced the Bulldogs moniker in

1921. But the 1963 football squad shifted the tide.
Coached by Russ Faulkinberry, the team boasted 35
Louisiana natives out of 39 players. Thirty hailed from
within 100 miles of Lafayette.

Faulkinberry saw a chance to honor the local Cajun
heritage. He ditched “Bulldogs” for “Raging Cajuns,”
[and] the name stuck, evolving to “Ragin’ Cajuns” by
1967. In 1974, it became official across all sports. The
switch also ended confusion with Louisiana Tech’s
Bulldogs.

[The new name reflected] the spirit tied to Acadiana’s
hot food and lively music. Cayenne, during its tenure,
brought that ethos to life. Even without a mascot
today, the Ragin’ Cajuns’ identity endures.

Are Canadian Visitors Canceling Trips to South
Louisiana?

The Acadian Museum in Erath, LA has received plenty
of Canadian visitors over the years. For this reason,
and due to ancient family ties that date back 300
years, we remain vitally interested in this topic. An
article by Claire Taylor appeared on the Advocate
website explains what may be happening now:

Some Canadian tourists who had been planning to visit
South Louisiana this fall appear to be canceling their
trips because of the worsening relationship between
the United States and Canada.

President Donald Trump in early March imposed tariffs
on Canadian goods ... and has repeatedly said Canada
should be America's 51st state. Canada increased
tariffs on U.S. goods in response. Canadian stores
pulled American products from their shelves and
leaders are calling on residents to boycott the United
States.

Canadians appear to be getting the message. A tour
operator from New Brunswick was planning to bring
three to four busloads of tourists to South Louisiana
this fall for the Grand Réveil Acadien, the Great
Acadian Awakening, Ray Trahan, one of the founders,
said Wednesday. This week he said they aren't coming
at all.

He had done
research on the Russian training methods and had
translated a Russian training manual which he shared
with his teammates at the YMCA.
