Remembering the French and Acadian Roles in America’s 
Struggle for Independence 

During the 250th anniversary of 

America’s birth, it’s important to 

remember French contributions, 

including those of both France and 

our own Acadian ancestors. We all 

know the story of the Marquis de La 

Fayette who came from France to 

command troops in the decisive 1781 

siege of Yorktown that helped win 

the American Revolution. Lesser known is the fact that, in 2007, 

we hosted the Marquis’s descendant, Comte Gilbert de Pusy La 

Fayette, during his visit to our region, and inducted him as a Living 

Legend. That year marked the Marquis de La Fayette’s 250th 

birthday and the U.S. Senate approved a resolution honoring the 

City of Lafayette for its year-long celebration of the heroic French 

nobleman’s life and our own rich French/Acadian heritage. 

Earlier in the Revolutionary War, our own Acadian ancestors—

who emigrated to Louisiana in the 1760s—had served in the army 

of Louisiana Governor Bernardo de Galvez, capturing British forts 

from Baton Rouge to Pensacola, thwarting the British military, and 

making many of us Sons and Daughters of the Revolution.

Several months ago, we announced our plan to 

create a special museum annex housing our 

textile exhibit at Rip Van Winkle Gardens on 

Jefferson Island, LA. President Mike Richard, Sr. 

recently reported on progress in refurbishing one 

of their older buildings for this purpose: 

The floor once exposed turned out to have been 

repaired earlier so it's not all hardwood. I'll have 

to overlay with a durable material with less 

maintenance, [as] I had done recently in the cafe' 

with in-house workers. The floor was not level 

and had a ridge down the center, resulting from 

settlement after having been moved 30 years 

ago. That's been corrected. 

There turned out to be rot and damage on some 

of the window sashes from almost a century and 

the birds that were kept too close. After lots of 

searching I finally found a company in New 

Orleans that can repair or rebuild new window 

sashes. Our employees will do all the carpentry 

necessary. I'm blessed to have competent 

workers on staff, so no additional labor expense 

is incurred. Once the repairs are done the room 

can be painted. This space once held an exhibit of 

Louisiana carved duck decoys so there is good 

directional tract lighting in place.

Author’s Debut Novel Delivers Full Gamut 
of Cajun Life, Past and Present

For their small number 

and swampy isolation, 

the Cajun people of SW 

Louisiana have exerted 

an extraordinary impact 

on American culture. 

Their cuisine has 

infiltrated home and 

restaurant kitchens from 

Spokane to Sheboygan, with supermarkets 

nationwide stocking Cajun seasoning alongside 

salt and pepper. Zydeco and Cajun music flowed 

into and shaped broader American forms such as 

blues-rock and country. Even the word Cajun has 

become a kind of cultural shorthand, signaling 

spice, rhythm, and a defiant rootedness. But if 

Cajun culture is so embedded in American life, 

why does it feel so faint in American fiction? 

More interesting than the answer to that 

question … is what feels like its antidote: Should 

the Waters Take Us, the debut novel by Lake 

Charles, LA native Stephanie Soileau [who] stuffs 

her novel, like a boudin close to bursting, with 

the full gamut of Cajun life, past and present. 

That doesn’t mean pirogues and sauce piquante, 

though those make cameos. What it means, 

rather, is the deeper textures of Cajun life: land, 

water, memory, kin. Should the Waters Take Us is 

awash in vivid color, but not local color. Its accent 

is thick, but its drama is expansive.

An article by Keith Spera on NOLA.com notes 

that our good friend Bruce Daigrepont recently 

celebrated his 40th anniversary playing 1,400 

shows at Tipitina’s nightclub in New Orleans: 

Over the decades, Bruce Daigrepont has fostered 

an extended family of fans. He’s that rare Cajun 

bandleader who has lived his entire life in 

Orleans and Jefferson parishes rather than 

southwest Louisiana, the genre’s natural habitat. 

Geography aside, Daigrepont is one of Cajun 

music’s most vital voices. He’s an especially 

expressive singer and accordionist backed by an 

equally nimble band. 

Drawing on his family’s Avoyelles Parish roots, 

he’s written dozens of original Cajun French 

compositions. Some are now standards for 

French-speaking bands around the world. And no 

one else has done more to sustain Cajun music's 

presence in New Orleans. 

In 1986, Daigrepont moved his weekly fais do-do 

from the Maple Leaf to Tipitina’s. Four decades 

later, it’s still going strong, even though it’s now 

once a month instead of once a week.

Supreme Court Says N.B. Lieutenant-
Governors Must Be Bilingual 

 
The Supreme Court of Canada 

An article about bilingualism in the Canadian 

government appeared on the MSN website: 

In a 6-3 decision, the Supreme Court of Canada 

ruled that the lieutenant-governor of New 

Brunswick must be able to perform official duties 

in both English and French. The majority found 

that Section 16(2) of the Charter requires 

substantive equality for both languages in New 

Brunswick’s institutions, and that in a 

unipersonal, symbolic role like the lieutenant-

governor, this equality cannot be achieved 

without personal bilingualism. The ruling 

overturns the New Brunswick Court of Appeal’s 

2024 decision, which had concluded that 

institutional bilingualism was sufficient. 

The court’s interpretation extends the reach of 

constitutional language protections by linking 

them to the personal abilities of certain 

officeholders, not just the institutions they serve. 

Chief Justice Richard Wagner noted that the 

lieutenant-governor’s functions cannot be 

delegated, making the role ‘constitutionally 

inseparable’ from its holder. This sets a 

precedent that in some cases, personal 

bilingualism is necessary to preserve the equality 

of official languages…

The SNA was founded in 1890 at the third 

Acadian National Convention, which took place 

near my home in Pointe-de-l’Église, Nova Scotia, 

and it has been helping to promote the Acadian 

community ever since.

Researcher Wants to Talk to Vermilion 
Parish Residents 

Dr. Shana Walton, who is 

Professor Emeritus of 

English, Modern 

Languages, and Cultural 

Studies at Nicholls State 

University, is involved in an 

ongoing ULL cultural 

documentation project as 

the contract ethnographer for Vermilion Parish. 

The project is funded by the Bureau of Ocean 

Energy Management and directed by the 

Department of Anthropology, with the goal to 

perform basic documentation of coastal cultures 

in Louisiana and to conduct more focused 

conversations about changes people have seen.  

Dr. Walton recently took the opportunity to talk 

with our museum volunteers to see if there are 

particular people or places we would want to 

make sure were included. The research focuses 

specifically on coastal change, but is also 

interested in recording general life histories and 

changes over time. Anyone interested in being
